Whereas, visp.net is a provider of premium wholesale ISP services;

Whereas, ISP desires to establish a wholesale relationship with visp.net according to the terms of visp.net’s Instant Footprint Agreement.
Whereas, parties wish to modify that agreement with the terms of this addendum;

Now therefore, according to the mutual promises and covenants herein, parties agree as follows:

1) Credit: Visp.net will provide a credit to ISP’s Pay-as-you-Go account for DSL or qualified dialup services as indicated by ISP’s initials below. Qualified dialup services must be quoted on a case-by-case basis and credits for dialup services are not valid without a written quote from visp.net’s President. 
2) Monthly Minimum: The Monthly Minimum is either $500 or 70% of ISP’s maximum invoice amount during the previous 12 months, whichever is greater.  ISP will begin paying the minimum the month following the date of ISP’s signature below or as otherwise agreed in writing or by email between the parties.  This minimum may be reduced in the event ISP experiences a hardship, at visp.net’s sole discretion.
3) Pricing Guarantee: Visp.net agrees that ISP’s prices for wholesale services will not be increased for the term of this addendum unless visp.net’s wholesale costs for providing a particular service substantially increases.

4) Early Termination Liability: If ISP terminates without cause, ISP agrees to pay a Termination Liability of 50% of the Monthly Minimum for number of months remaining in the term.
5) Renewal & Termination: After the term has expired, the Instant Footprint Agreement will automatically renew on a month-to-month basis unless terminated by either party as follows: if either party is not satisfied with the performance of the other, the dissatisfied party will notify the other in writing of the specific dissatisfaction and the other party will have up to 30 days to remedy the dissatisfaction.  If the specific dissatisfaction has not been resolved, the agreement may be terminated with 30 days notice by either party. If ISP terminates the agreement during the term without cause, ISP agrees to pay a Termination Liability according to “Monthly Minimum” detailed above.  If termination is initiated by ISP without cause or by visp.net for cause, any deposits paid will apply toward the termination liability.
